In the most recent National
Water Safety Plan 2004-07,
Water Safety Education was
identified as the highest prior-
ity in the Key Result Areas, as
it provides the knowledge and
skill base required to further
develop all other water safety
concerns.

The drowning statistics and
associated injuries
demonstrate that the
community is not yet well
educated on the dangers of
aquatic environments.

All Australian children must
be given the opportunity and
encouraged to achieve a
minimum benchmark level
of competence prior to
leaving primary school as
specified in the Personal
Aquatic Survival section of
the National Swimming and
Water Safety Framework.
For primary school children the
benchmark is best represented
by the competencies
equivalent to those outlined in
RLSSA “Swim and Survive
Level 4”.

The aim is to achieve 100%
success rate—that is that by
the completion of primary
school education, all children
have achieved the
competencies of this level.
