277 People Drowned in 2006-07  
Financial Year—a Disturbing 5%  
Increase on the Previous Year 

 
277 people drowned in Australian waterways in the financial year 
ending 30 June 2007, a disturbing 5% increase on the previous 
year's figure. The 2007 National Drowning Report was released by 
Senator the Hon. George Brandis SC, Federal Minister for Arts and 
Sport, in Brisbane today. 
 
"These results clearly show that we cannot be complacent about 
drowning and it is why the Coalition Government has committed an 
additional $17.5m towards water safety over the next four years 
taking our total commitment to over $30 million. This will include 
the development of the National Water Safety Plan 2008-2011," 
said Senator Brandis. 
 
The 2007 National Drowning Report shows increases in the num-
ber of drowning deaths against the 5 year average in all age 
groups except for the 0-4, 25-34 and the 55-64 years. The largest 
increases were in the age groups 5-14 and 35-44 years. 
 
The backyard swimming pool remains the number one location of 
drowning deaths in the 0-4 age group. "Tragically, nearly half or 15 
of the 35 drowning deaths in the 0-4 age group occurred in a back-
yard pool. It is the responsibility of all home pool owners to ensure 
their pool meets Government safety requirements. Backyard pools 
are required to be fenced, and the gates must be self closing and 
self latching, not only to protect the home occupiers but also to 
protect those invited or uninvited guests". 
 
The report clearly indicates a need for a greater emphasis on edu-
cation. The acquisition of personal aquatic survival, basic lifesaving 
and first aid skills are essential for every Australian child. Royal 
Life Saving believes that only 70% of Australian children currently 
receive an adequate water safety education. 
 
Royal Life Saving's 'EVERYONE CAN BE A LIFESAVER' cam-
paign is working towards ensuring that all Australians are safe at 
every location where there is a possibility of drowning.  "Royal Life 
Saving is dedicated to turning everyday people into everyday com-
munity lifesavers but more resources are needed." Royal Life Sav-
ing actively promotes the development of community lifesavers 
through education, training, health promotion, risk management, 
advocacy, sport and participation and research.
